Tibetan Healing Fund (THF) is a
not-for-profit humanitarian organization established
to improve primary healthcare and education for rural
Tibetan women and children in the Tibetan regions of
P.R. China. THF was created in response to the needs
expressed by Tibetan communities and the vision of
Dr. Kunchok Gyaltsen, a Doctor of Tibetan Medicine,
Buddhist Monk and a Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) in
Public Health from UCLA.

Our Story

In 1994, Dr. Kunchok Gyaltsen raised money
to expand the Serkya Village School in Tso-Ngon
Province (Ch: Qinghai) to include grades 4-6. This
project was welcomed by the villagers, however many
students were still unable to attend due to the lack of
funding. While studying in the United States, Dr.
Gyaltsen was able to raise funds for a scholarship
program to ensure that all village children in Serkya
could attend school. In 2001, the program was
formalized and became Tibetan Healing Fund.

All projects needs are initiated by the Tibetan
communities. THF’s priority is to assist the most
disadvantaged Tibetan communities, which lack or
have limited access to health care, education and
technical skills and training. With the generous
support of our donors, board and volunteers, Tibetan

Healing Fund’s programs will help pave the way for a
healthier and better educated rural Tibetan
communities.
